Student Externship Application for Spring 2012

The Georgetown Entertainment & Media Alliance (GEMA) and the Career Education Center are again collaborating to offer the GEMA Externship Program, a unique opportunity for undergraduate seniors, MBA, Law and all other students enrolled in a graduate program at Georgetown.  The externship provides students the unique opportunity to spend time with experienced professionals in entertainment and media, and get a firsthand look at day-to-day operations in the industry.  Specifically, students will attend a number of meetings (ie "informational interviews") that are mostly group meetings, but typically also include a few individual meetings with professionals representing a broad spectrum of experiences within the industry.  (See sample schedule attached.)  While each schedule of informational interviews is individually designed with a student’s particular interests in mind, the larger goal of the externship program is to facilitate a greater understanding of the industry as a whole.

The externships will be scheduled during Spring Break (March 5-9, 2012) in Los Angeles, California and New York, New York and will last five days.  Please note that these are the only dates that the externships will be scheduled. While students may apply to the externship program for either or both cities, based on the number of opportunities and the number and quality of the applicant pool, the GEMA Selection Committee reserves the right to make the final decision on the selection of externs and the geographic location offered to each extern.

3. Cover letter that demonstrates your interest in the entertainment and media industry (drawing on any academic, co-curricular, work or other experiences you may have) and your long-term career goals.  How may the GEMA externship experience help you to achieve those goals?  

4. One letter of reference from a faculty member or employer recommending you for the GEMA externship experience

If you are not 21 years old, you may need to arrange for your travel by other means (e.g. public transportation, taxi).  Students are also responsible for all pre-visit research and preparation (e.g. industry, company, person, prepared questions) along with post-visit follow up (e.g. thank you notes, etc.)
